
Dear Parent(s),

          We are excited for your interest in our K-5 and 1st grade. It is our mission to provide parents and children with a secure Christian environment in which every child is loved, nurtured, and provided with learning and developmental experiences which are consistent with Christian principles.  Our goal is to assist parents as they guide the spiritual, emotional, physical, social, and intellectual development of their child. We use the A Beka curriculum which is Christian based and is a building block type program that even allows children on a medial level to achieve on a higher level.  By the end of K-5 children are reading, writing, and doing math on a first grade level and first graders will be on a second grade level.  The curriculum covers science, social studies, writing, reading, math, and art as well as having daily Bible stories.  It also uses phonics and sounds to teach and develop reading skills. The A Beka Book materials have been developed as a result of 50 years of actual classroom experience in Pensacola Christian Academy, one of America’s largest and most respected Christian day schools.  Our program also provides a wonderful opportunity for children to interact with other children in which they build friendships and learn important social skills.   

          Each classroom follows a daily schedule.  The children have snack every morning, a hot lunch, and an afternoon snack.  If you would like to bring in breakfast for your child you are welcome to.  We have lunch menus posted for each month which will soon be available on the internet as well as other important information and documents.  The children will begin their day each morning at 7:45am and classroom activities/curriculum will start at 8:00am.  Their day will also consist of center-time, recess time, arts and crafts, physical education etc….  School will end at 2:15, and our after school program will start at 2:15 which is no extra cost to those enrolled in our K-5 and first grade. We have one on one tutoring, a computer lab, sports and other activities.  We also offer piano and guitar lessons for elementary age children.  For those not enrolled we do have after school, bus pick-up. When public schools are closed, we offer full day care for your child up to the 8th grade and will take your child to school on late start days.  We also offer a summer camp program for ages 5- 8th grade with mini sports and art camps, field trips, and this summer’s theme is Walk Across the United States with Jesus. The children will learn about each of the 50 states, missionaries in each state, and about our presidents.  
         Our K-5 teacher will be Mrs. Joy Parrish who has taught at Trinity Christian School for over twenty years using the A Beka curriculum.  She is a certified teacher with SCACS (South Carolina Association of Christian Schools).  She is a wonderful person with an exceptional reputation as a teacher here in Rock Hill.  We are extremely excited to have her.
         Our hours are from 7am-6pm, Monday-Friday.  There is a $75.00 registration fee; however, if you are unable to pay it all at one time, it can be broken into payments of $25.00. Tuition is due on a weekly basis and is due, in advance, every Thursday, for the upcoming week.  The tuition and fees are as follows:

$82.00 weekly from 8am to 2 pm
$125 weekly for K-5/1st grade (includes afterschool care 2:15 to 6:00)
